	 Pre-writing organization
	-has a graphic organizer with headings/paragraph topics: introductory paragraph plan, details organized in sentence form for setting and animal behaviours/features, and a conclusion plan
-self edits rough draft writing by using a dictionary to correct underlined spelling errors, and a thesaurus for using richer vocabulary choices

	-has a brief outline planned using a graphic organizer

	-has a strong introduction paragraph that establishes a setting

-language is inviting and engaging for all elements of the Joanne Ryder writing style:

 (start as human) Imagine you are...... 
- has smooth transitions the human character into an animal setting easily. There is an element described in detail that clearly causes transformation (wind, sun, trees, etc). 
-has multiple paragraphs that goes in explicit detail of animal and setting (5-10 describers)

- has a conclusion paragraph that closes and ends the story beautifully. The conclusion is strong: uses Joanne Ryder style of "changes you till..." and places the reader back into an appropriate setting.
	-has a brief introduction 3 lines to a short paragraph. 

-introduction is interesting, has the Joanne Ryder style Imagine you are.....

-has a paragraph that introduces setting and 3 or 4 describing features of setting and animal

- the writing transitions the human character into an animal setting. 
-there is an element that causes the transformation (wind, sun, etc.)

- the conclusion is recognizable and ties up almost all the loose ends. Uses the Joanne Ryder style of "changes you till..." and places a reader back to original setting--is 3 paragraphs (300 words) in length.
	The introduction is there but doesn't give much detail or develop a setting. Imagine you are...

-has some details about setting or animal features but doesn’t narrow down which animal or place

-the writing abruptly introduces a new setting that doesn't really connect with the human setting very well. It isn't a strong transition
-conclusion is recognizable, but it doesn't follow the Joanne Ryder style format of "changes you till..." 
-is one paragraph in length
	There isn't an introduction sentence that models the Joanne Ryder style. 
-there is little detail about animal features or setting

-there is very little language used to enable a reader to visualize
-there is no transition from human to animal, or suitable environment link between the two to make the writing make sense.
-there is no clear conclusion, and no reference to the Joanne Ryder style of "changes you till..." . -the writing does not transform back.
-is less than a paragraph in length

	Word Choice
	-uses rich new vocabulary, many descriptive words and language, sensory images and vividly describes the animal’s body, movements, appearance, sounds.
 -writing allows images to linger or draw pictures in the reader's mind. Writer uses all 5 senses to develop visualization. 

	-uses 3-5 sensory words and phrases that allows a reader to draw pictures in the reader's mind. The descriptors do create an image of one specific animal
	- writing lacks enough description to develop an image of any particular animal.
-details are vague and only a few sensory words used to develop visualization
	-writing uses a limited vocabulary that does not communicate an image of any animal.
 -no sensory words were used to help a reader visualize an animal.

	Mechanics:

final draft or “good copy”
	-there are no errors in grammar, spelling, punctuation, capitalization

and writing makes sense.
	-there are only a few errors in grammar, punctuation, spelling capitalization and the writing makes sense
-errors are so minimal that it does not distract the reader from the content.
	-there are many errors in grammar, punctuation, or spelling, capitalization

-some sentences do not make sense
	-writing is flawed with errors in grammar or spelling that distracts the reader from the content.

	Picture
	The illustration included is colourful, neat, a good size to fit on the paper, and clearly indicates what animal the writing is describing and has an appropriate setting illustrated
	-the illustration is colourful and neat 

 -the picture is a bit smaller and could used more of the available space

 -illustration clearly indicates what animal the writing is describing. 
-some setting details
	-illustration is lacking one or more components needed to develop visualization: adequate size, colour, or detail.
	No picture was used or included to aid writing visualization.
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
