Fiction genres: 

Realistic Fiction: made up stories that are based on what could be real life events that could happen and is usually set during modern times.

Historical Fiction or Creative Non-Fiction: made up stories that take place in a certain time in the past and is based on true historical characters or settings.

Folktales or Folklore: stories that may have traditionally been told orally through generations and may have cultural significance, such as: myths, legends, and fables.

Humour: stories that entertains or uses comedy, satire, or humorous events or situations to connect with readers.
Adventure: an action story where characters usually have to face many challenges to overcome and usually has “good guys” vs “the villain/s”.
Suspense or Mystery: stories that contain a real setting and a problem to be solved.  Story elements include clues, distractions, and a conclusion to the problem.
Science Fiction: made up stories that blend fact and fiction with futuristic technology.
Animal: stories that have animals as the main character that are real to life animal images or animals that have human characteristics.
Fantasy: stories that usually have magic, have good vs. evil as the plot. Fairy Tales are another example of  “once upon a time” and “happily ever after”
Poetry: verses written used to inspire thoughts and feelings from  readers; often uses a rhyming scheme, rhythm or can be free verse
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Non-fiction: is writing that is fact-based. Some examples of nonfiction include textbooks, newspapers, advertisements, "how-to" books, cookbooks, history books, reference books, and websites. It also includes reviews and critiques. 
Nonfiction contains historical and biographical facts, or current events.
            Biography:  a real life account of a person written by a third party .
              Example: Tiger Woods: An American Master                                  
         Autobiography: is a real life story or account of a person written 
              by themselves. "The Autobiography of Benjamin Franklin,"
          Reference books: informational expository text written to 
             educate and inform. It outlines researched information 
             examples: dictionaries, encyclopedias, atlas, handbook, 
             textbooks etc. Example: Math Focus 5
           Informational: books that give true facts on a certain subject
              and categories related to the topic example: Rainforests of
               the World.
           Periodicals is a publication that is published in regular intervals 
              for an indefinite period of time. Magazines, journals, and       
              newspapers are all examples (Saskatoon Star Phoenix,              
              Time magazine, etc)
          Essays is a piece of writing which is often written from an author’s

              point of view or is introduces a thesis statement. Some forms 

              of essays are reports, articles, or short stories.

         Other Non-fiction categories of writing include :journals, diaries, documentaries, histories, scientific papers, photographs,  textbooks, travel books, blueprints, technical documentation, user manuals, diagrams and some journalism are all common examples of non-fiction works.
